



Minutes of a meeting of Ormesby St Margaret with Scratby Parish Council
Held at 7pm on Monday 9th March 2020 at The Village Centre, Ormesby

1. To accept apologies for absence (641.03.20): Cllr Green, County Cllr Hanton
2. Declarations of interest (642.03.20): Cllrs Bigg, Lee, Peck and K Wendt (Finance)
3. Approve minutes of the 10th February 2020 (643.03.20): The minutes having been previously distributed were declared a true record and duly signed by the Chairman.
4. Public Forum (644.03.20)
1.1 County Cllr. Ron Hanton.  County Cllr Hanton had sent his apologies and had sent an NCC document entitled ‘First Futures Summit confronts upcoming challenges,’ which the clerk had circulated prior to the meeting.
1.2 Borough Cllr. Geoff Freeman: Cllr Freeman gave a verbal report to the meeting.
1.3 Borough Cllr. Scott-Greenard: Cllr Scott-Greenard gave a verbal report to the meeting.
1.4 Public Forum:   Cllr Gingell reported that there had been a break-in in Scratby.  A discussion was held regarding cold calling and the requirement for parishioners to be vigilant.  It was suggested that a recommendation to this effect be put in the Community Newsletter.

3. Correspondence (646.03.20)
A landowning parishioner had given the Council a map of permissive footpaths.  It was agreed to obtain a digital map of footpaths using Ordnance Survey, and to print the map and put it on noticeboards.  The Clerk would research this.
The Chairman explained that a member of the public had fallen over in the car park of the All Saints Parish Hall, Scratby and had written to the Council seeking compensation in January 2020.  When a second letter was received, the Chairman had passed the matter to the trustees, who had agreed to forward the matter to the insurers again.   Cllr Freeman kindly offered to speak with the insurance company and revert to the Council.
A Rollesby resident had contacted the Council wishing to rent a beach hut at Scratby. Although there are no beach huts available, it was noted that it was possible to apply for planning permission.  The Clerk would contact them and suggest that they seek planning permission and send the details to the Parish Council.

Presented at Meeting held 09/03/20


Payment for the Village Plan was also agreed (approx. £2300 + VAT).  It was noted that this payment must be made by the end of March.
The Council AUTHORISED the transfer of £10K between accounts.  This was proposed by Cllr R Wendt and seconded by Cllr Cheetham.
It was agreed that the Munnings payment for the second phase of work would not be paid until the work was completed and signed off by the architect at Technicus Consulting.
The bank reconciliation was not reviewed as the accounts were not available.  Cllr Freeman and the Clerk would liaise during the month and work on finances.
6. Council reports (649.03.20):
6.1 Personnel Committee.  It was proposed by Cllr Lee and seconded by Cllr Shrimplin that this item go into camera at the end of the meeting.  Agreed.
6.2 Community Resilience Plan.   The Clerk had circulated this resilience plan, which Cllr Lee had worked on.  It was agreed that Councillors would review the plan and revert during the month to Cllr Lee with any questions or comments.
6.3 Section 100 legislation.  It was agreed that this item would be on all future agendas.
6.4 Other reports:
It was noted that a meeting would take place on Tuesday 17th March 6pm at the Village Centre for the purpose of reviewing the charity commission’s responses to charitable status requests.  This meeting would be chaired by Cllr K Wendt.
7. Agenda items (650.03.20)
7.1 To discuss the Scratby Steps and to consider a celebration of the new ramp. The Chairman gave an update on the steps and confirmed that the consultant had given approval for payment for phase 1.
An anonymous offer of a seat had been received, to be put halfway down the ramp.  The Chairman had asked for a quotation for the hard standing for the bench.  The Council was delighted that this offer had been made and was pleased to accept. The Chairman noted that the maintenance of the bench would be the responsibility of the donor, but he would confirm this with the donor.
The Council confirmed that a sign would be needed as follows: ‘Pedestrians only – no motorised vehicles or horses.  Ormesby St Margaret with Scratby Parish Council’.  The Clerk would arrange a quotation for this.
It was AGREED that the Council would hold an open ceremony at 11:30am on April 3rd 2020, followed by a buffet lunch at the All Saints Parish Hall.  The Council AGREED to allocate £200 to fund this buffet.  Proposed by Cllr Peck and Seconded by Cllr Jones.  Cllr Bigg kindly offered to organise the food and drink.  The Chairman had recommended a parishioner to ‘open’ the ramp.  Invitations would be extended to those who had contributed to the ramp, such as the Borough Council, holiday companies, local shops, the construction company and the consultancy company.
The Chairman thanked those councillors who had worked hard to raise money for the ramp.
The Clerk would let Zurich Insurance know that the steps had gone but that public liability was required for the ramp.  The Chairman noted that the insurance is currently covered by Munnings as the construction company.  It was noted that the steps are currently insured for £12K, and that the ramp would need to be insured for approximately £40K build cost.
7.2 To receive an update on the SAM2 data.  Cllr R Wendt gave a summary on speeds monitored by the SAM2 sign.  The Chairman thanked Cllr R Wendt for this work.
7.3 To receive an update on the Parish Plan.  Chairman explained that a working party would be set up to drive the Parish Plan.  It was AGREED that the working party would be Cllrs Hill, Scott-Greenard, R Wendt, K Wendt, Cheetham, Gingell, Lee and Peck. Cllr K Wendt would organise a meeting within the next few weeks with Collective Community Planning and the Parish Council Working Party.
7.4 To make a decision regarding the planned F&GP meeting on 23rd March 2020.  The Council AGREED to hold this meeting in order to discuss business continuity planning and other risk assessments rather than year end finances.
